Tips & Tid-bits: by Liz Mitchko, Whirlwind Ranch

Fiber Skirting tips:
Raise or lower your skirting table so that it at waist height- helps prevents back strain.

On all four sides of your table, have marks for 1", 2", 3" etc. up to 7" for quick grading of your fleeces -- makes the sorting
more efficient.

Recycle shower curtain liners for use under your skirting table (New ones are much less expensive than tarps). Run a few
bolts and wing-nuts through one side of your table to correspond with the holes in the curtain. Now you can sit at your
table and all the dirt & debris slides down the curtain to just one end. These are also good to cover "work in progress" in
the event you do your skirting outside.
