Old Man Winter Brought Icy Conditions for Some (by: Kim Baake, New Fenwick Alpaca Depot)

 
January sure brought the chills to the mid-west!  Brrrrr is right!  Here at New Fenwick, we had ice covered barnyards for 
six weeks straight!  Other fellow members were without electricity for several days, some without water...and that sure 
made it hard to do those daily chores.  There were illnesses, sprains, and broken bones from falling on the ice...on both 
humans and alpacas, that some had to contend with, and even a broken toenail on an alpaca that a member reported.  And 
Liz...I hope your arm is doing much better and you are back to typing with two hands soon! 
 
One day, not long after the ice hit us, a fellow fiber artist and friend, Lorry McDonald of Blackwater Treasures in Odessa, 
MO, emailed me this story and photos, and I thought it would make a great item to share with the MOPACA members.  
The ice sure played havoc on her farm and fiber boys, and gave her quite a scare one day.  The photos brought tears to my 
eyes and a lump in my throat!  What we wouldn’t do for our alpacas!  Here is the email and photos that she sent me: 
 

Hi Kim, The weather sure has been frightful and I h ave a story to tell!!!   
We have a 45 acre field behind our house where the alpacas and horses graze 
for the summer and winter after the hay is cut.  It  has a gentle slope (about 
150 feet) down to a small pond and then a big flat field with trees along the 
edges.   I locked the pacas in the barn the day tha t the weather was really 
bad and was intending to leave them in until it tha wed some, but they had 
different plans!!!  Four of them got out and got st uck on the ice :-( . It 
was so slick that they could not stand up, 3 of the m stopped trying fairly 
quickly and were close to the barn but one of them continued to try getting 
up and ended up about 80 feet down the slope! 
 
My husband and I strung some ropes together and I l iterally crawled and 
scooted on my buns out to them so I could get a rop e around them for Andy to 
pull them back up to the barn.  It was like pulling  a kid on a sled, only 
there was no sled.  It was kind of cute, they did n ot struggle or fight the 
rope, they seemed to know that we were 'rescuing' t hem.  Nobody got hurt 
(lucky for us and the boys!!) and they are very locked in  the barn until the 
ice melts!!!!
